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Mumm Napa (Napa - CA) (.187 L) 11

- Vigorous bubbles. Don’t believe me? Ask Michael Jackson’s chimp. Continuing the long
tradition of handcrafted wine, each cluster of grapes is carefully selected and transported in
small baskets. The harvest is then gently pressed using only the first, most pure, pressing to go
into the sparkling wines. To ensure character in the style of méthode champenoise, every
bottle is fermented separately.

Moet & Chandon Whitestar (Champagne - France) (.187 L) 24

- Diddy’s fav, and mine too. The P. The E. The T. The E. The Y. It’s Petey. Hold Up. Lively
and generous, Whitestar distinguishes itself by a bright fruitiness, a seductive palate, and an
elegant maturity.

Schramsberg Blanc de Blanc (Napa - CA) (.375L) 35

- Inviting toasty lemon-lime and tropical aromas combine with hints of vanilla spice. On the
palate, it has zesty citrus and baked pineapple flavors that lead to a long, seamless finish. It is
crisp, refreshing, showcasing sparkling Chardonnay at it best. Blanc de Blancs was the first
wine we produced in 1965 and was America’s first commercially produced Chardonnay-based
sparkling wine.

Veuve Clicquot OYellow LabelO (Champagne - France) (.375 L) 48

- Yellow Label is a perfect example of harmony between delicacy and power. Dominated by
Pinot Noir, this wine has firm structure, rounded with a touch of Point Meunier. Nearly a third
of Chardonnay gives it the elegance and finesse needed for perfect balance.

Marenco Moscato d@sti (Piedmont - Italy) (.375 L) 23

- Straw and gold in color, with an aromatic and fragrant nose. The sweet, peachy, flavors of
the wine lend an exotic edge to the fruit. Great as a desert wine, even as an appetizer.
Coppo Passione Brachetto d'Acqui (Piedmont - Italy) (.375 L) 23

- Bright cherry red in color, this Brachetto has a lively, zingy tease of bubbles, with fresh
aromas of raspberries and strawberries. Brachetto d'’Acqui can commence a great evening as an
aperitif, or even better, it is one of the most romantic pairings with chocolate at the end of
the meal.

King Estate Pinot Gris (Oregon)(.375L) 20

- Founded in 1991 by the King family, King Estate is committed to producing Oregon wines of
exceptional quality using sustainable farming methods, meticulous fruit selection, impeccable
winemaking practices and judicious blending.

Duckhorn Vineyards Sauvignon Blanc (Napa - CA) (.375L) 27

- The 2007 has vibrant acidity balanced by toasted oak and a rich mouthfeel. The aroma is a
combination of ripe melon, Meyer lemon, kiwi, and pineapple complemented by jasmine,
honey, thyme, and a hint of spice. On the palate, the flavors are an intriguing mix of tropical
and citrus notes with grapefruit, apricot, lemon grass, papaya, and pineapple that linger.
Conundrum White (California) (.375L) 25

- After experimenting with 11 different white wine grapes, chosen were the three that we
considered the key ingredients, the aromas and flavors that form the foundation of the wine:
Sauvignon Blanc, Chardonnay and--for its intriguing floral/tropical character--Muscat Canelli.
Then, from the "spice cabinet,"” small amounts of Sémillon and Viognier were added. Already,
working with flavors and textures that formed a new and unprecedented combination--a
conundrum, or puzzle to be teased out by the taster.

Sonoma-Cutrer Russian River Ranches Chardonnay (Sonoma - CA) (.375L) 22

- Big. Really Big. That's the watchword for the Chardonnay harvest of 2005. A wet winter
(although relatively warm) led into a very rainy spring. In fact, rain during April and May
never seemed to stop. Summer was warm, which normally might bring the vines back onto a
normal timeline, but clusters were robust, delaying the march forward even more. | know
everybody has it, but it’s for good reason. Not everybody has it at this price

Baileyana Grand Firepeak Cuvee Pinot Noir (Edna Valley - CA) (.375L) 26

- Individual barrels are selected through rigorous blind tasting for specific components and
then blended to produce a Pinot Noir of great body and complexity. Aromas of cherry with
earthy notes. Rich, ripe fruit with spicy nuances leads to a structured mid-palate and a long
round finish.

Swanson Oakville Merlot (Napa - CA) (.375L) 31

- To know Swanson is to know merlot; conversely, to know merlot is to know Swanson. The
heart and soul of our storied Oakville Cross Road vineyard, our merlot is as casual as you want
it to be and as complex and delicately layered as most Oakville cabernets.

Peterson Winery Zinfandel (Dry Creek - CA) (.375L) 26

- Though all of Pete’s Zinfandels are made from Dry Creek Valley grapes, our Dry Creek
Zinfandel is a wine that we hope reflects the overall Dry Creek Valley terroir. The intense
blackberry aromas blend with subtle black pepper and a touch of earthiness. Food friendly and
full bodied, this is Dry Creek Valley Zinfandel as it should be.

Topanga Vineyards Edna Ranch Syrah (Sonoma - CA) (.375L) 27

- Produced in a Cote Rotie style, yet distinctively California, ripe fruit and oak are
complementary. The wine presents aromas of violets with soft tannins, balanced acidity,

and lots of spice.

S. Supery Cabernet Sauvignon (Napa - CA) (.375L) 34

- Luxurious, rich and concentrated with aromas of cherry, currant and blueberry these are just
the start of this 2004 Cabernet Sauvignon. The harmonious flavors of black cherry, anise and
plush cassis explode upon tasting. This is a classic Napa Valley Cabernet which is wonderful
young.

Bin # 600 N/V Cristalino Rose Cava (Catalonia - Spain) 24
- Dry, traditional Spanish bubbles to heal the soul.

Bin # 601 N/V Gruet Blanc de Noir (Albuquerque - NM) 35
- What if a Champagne producer moved to New Mexico..? Pure magic, that’s what!

Bin# 602 N/V  Bisol Prosecco QleioO (Veneto - Italy) 37
- Jump-start your palette! The customary starter wine in Italy.

Bin # 603 N/V Lucien Albrecht Blanc de Blanc (Alsace - France) 45
- This Blanc de Blancs is made from 100% Pinot Blanc. The Blanc de Blancs is distinguished by a
fine and elegant bead, a beautiful straw color; a light, delicate palate. It is delicious at any
time of the day and with many foods.

Bin# 604 2004 Majella Sparkling Shiraz (Coonawarra - Australia) 53
- Sparkling red wines are a great Australian tradition. The Shiraz is bottled fermented on "lees”
for just on 48 months. The wine is then disgorged and a small amount of "liqueur” (sweetener)
is added. In the true Aussie tradition, some really fantastic vintage port is used.

Bin # 605 N/V Quartz Reef (Central Otago - New Zealand) 55
- A selected blend of pinot noir and chardonnay, sourced from Bendigo and Gibbston in Central
Otago. Under the watchful eye of Clotilde Chauvet, we are aiming for a distinctive Central
Otago sparkling wine. It is made in the traditional way, achieving elegance and finesse.

Bin # 606 N/V Roederer Brut Premier (Champagne - France) 68
- The real deal! Remember, it’s not Champagne unless it’s made there.

Bin # 500 1998 Duval-Leroy Blanc de Chardonnay (Champagne - France) 93
- If I could bathe in it, | would!

Bin # 501 N/V Taittinger Prestige RoseO(Champagne - France) 118
- Blended from Pinot Noir and Pinot Meunier grapes, this is succulently fruity, supple and
aromatic Champagne with fine, persistent bubbles and a crisp, refreshing finish of extended
length.

Bin # 502 1999 Bollinger Le Grand Anee (Champagne - France) 150
- Holler Boller!

Bin# 400 2008 JM Fonseca OTwin VinesO (Vinho Verde - Portugal) 22
- The Vinhos Verdes are light, fresh, and intended for drinking within a year. At less than 1 bar
of CO, pressure they do not quite qualify as semi-sparkling wines but do have a definite
pétillance. The white Vinho Verde is very fresh, due its natural acidity, with fruity and floral
aromas, depending of the grape variety.

Bin # 401 2008 Esperanza Verdejo/Viura (Rueda - Spain) 30
- This wine is reminiscent of warm weather Sauvignon Blanc displaying crisp citrus flavors of
grapefruit. All wines labeled “Rueda” must contain at least 50% Verdejo.

Bin # 402 2007 Alta Vista Premium Torrontes (Salta - Argentina) 32
- With a bright yellow color and delicate floral aromas, this wine excites the senses with its
freshness and liveliness.

Bin # 403 2007 Freie Weingartener Gruner Veltliner (Wachau - Austria) 32
- Gruner Veltliner is a variety of white wine grape widely grown primarily in Austria and widely
also in the Czech Republic, but almost nowhere else.

Bin# 404 2007 Dom. de le Quilla Muscadet Sevre et Maine (Loire - France) 32
- A bone dry white with a very mineral personality. This is crisp and citrusy with an intense,
stony character on the palate. Great with mussels.

Bin # 405 2007 Lucien Albrecht Pinot Blanc OCuvee BalthazarO (Alsace - France) 33
- The lightest of the four classic Alsatian white wines. Unoaked with soft dry fruit. Named
after the old man Albrecht who settled in the regoin (1698).

Bin # 406 2007  Allegrini Soave (Veneto - Italy) 33
- Bright straw yellow in color, this wine offers a fresh bouquet of herbs and flowers on
the nose. The crisp aroma lingers on the palate and is framed by great acidity and minerality.

Bin# 407 2008 Argiolas OCostamolinoOVermentino (Sardinia - Italy) 36
- On the nose, aromas of honeysuckle and white peach hint at sweetness. However, this wine is
dry on the palate with notes of ripe apricot, lemon-lime, melon and lychee. A lingering finish
has a touch of minerality.

Bin # 408 2006 Chateau Moncontour Demi-Sec (Vouvray - France) 37
- On the north bank of the Loire River, Chenin Blanc thrives in the limestone rich soil imparting
intense minerality to this off dry wine.

Bin # 409 2007 Licia Albarino (Rias Baixas - Spain) 38
- Yellow-straw color, with green reflections. It gives off a varied and intense aroma of ripe fruit
(apple, pear and peaches). A broad palate shows rich fruits-elegant, well constructed spice.

Bin # 410 2008 Zaca Mesa Viognier (Santa Ynez - CA) 44
- A beautifully fragrant wine full of ripe peaches and apricots along with a luscious, toasty,
vanilla cream character with a vibrant finish. This is a wine rich with fruit and opulence.

Bin# 411 2006 Chateau Haut Selve (Graves - France) 46
- Planted on an exceptional terroir, equivalent to those of the Grands Crus Classés, Chateau
Haut Selve quickly became a key player in the Graves AOC.

Bin# 412 2004 Domaine le Sang des Cailloux (Vacqueyras - France) 46
- A white blood is composed of grenache blanc, bourboulenc, Clairette, Roussanne and
Viognier. The production is 1 000 to 2 000 bottles.

Bin# 413 2002 Domaine des Baumard (Savenniéres - France) 46

- Savennieres is best known for its production of highly-rated white wine. With production
predominantly centered on the Chenin Blanc grape, it is famed for its particularly long-lasting
dry white wine comparable to that of Vouvray.

Bin # 414 2005 Hugel & Fils GewYrztraminer OHugelO (Alsace - France) 52
- Its nicely perfumed fruit bouquet of mango, cumquat and citron is overlaid by sophisticated
aromas of roses and fresh oriental spices with citrus hints. The same dynamic, vivacious
character can be found on the palate. The wine is dry, with a subtle harmony and soft velvet.
Bin# 415 2006 M. Chapoutier Crozes-Hermitage OLes MeysonniersOBlanc (Rhone - France) 54
- The vineyards of Crozes-Hermitage surround the great Hermitage Hill. Sometimes called a
"down-sized Hermitage," "Les Meysonniers” exhibits a depth and finesse reminiscent of "La
Sizeranne" in a medium-bodied, moderate style.

Bin # 420 2007  JJ Mueller (Mosel-Saar-Ruwer - Germany) 21

- Flavors of crisp apple, lime, and passion fruit. It’s yummy in my tummy.
Bin # 421 2006 Five H (Columbia Valley - WA) 33

- One of the true gems I’ve found in the search for amazing wines. This Riesling will dupe you
into thinking its sweet. High minerality and acidity in combination with low residual sugar will
have you cheering as if you were at Autzen Stadium.

Bin # 422 2004 Domaines Schlumberger OLes Princes AbbesO (Alsace - France) 36
- The onset in the mouth is slender, yet well balanced. It evolves on a sharp, edgy and airy
medium where the complex flavors remain reserved but with a dominant of citrus fruits.

Bin # 423 2006 J.&H.A. Strub Niersteiner Bruckchen Kabinett (Rhine - Germany) 41
- Through hand harvesting, whole-berry pressing and slow, cool fermentations, the Strub wines
capture the mineral essence of the vineyards, underpinning their pure, clean Riesling fruit.

Bin# 424 2005 Henschke QluliusO (Eden Valley - Australia) 51
- This wine is the apex of southern hemisphere Riesling. Hands down please.

Bin # 425 2007  CaOTullio (Friuli - Italy) 24
- Fresh and delicate, with clean stone fruit and apple flavors set in a crisp balanced acidic
structure.
Bin # 426 2008 Maso Canali (Trentino - Italy) 32

- The wine has a brilliant golden color and a full, ripe palate. The nose delivers peach and a
hint of honey, and the wine is characterized by enticing flavors of apricot, lemon, fresh apple
and pineapple, with floral notes. It is well-balanced with a lovely, persistent finish and a lively
acidity.

Bin # 427 2007 Mac Murray Ranch (Sonoma Coast - CA) 32
- An expressive fruit-forward character, exhibiting rich aromas of fig, white peach, and pear.
The bright aromas and complex varietal characters of citrus and elements of spice add both
weight and interest to the wine. The flavors of peach, spicy pear and citrus meld together in a
rich core, resulting in a round mouth feel which complement its crisp, clean finish.

Bin # 428 2005 Gustave Lorentz (Alsace - France) 44
- Pinot-Gris develops a characteristic roundness and opulence. Rich, full-bodied and with a long

. finish, its complex aroma is reminiscent of woodland and often slightly smoky.

Bin # 429 2006 King Estate Domaine (OR) 52
- Pale straw in color with aromas of honeysuckle, spice, orange peel, tropical fruit, pear, and
honey. A flavor palate of creamy and rich, viscosity. Lemon, pineapple, and spice.

Sauvignon Blanc bottle

Bin # 430 2006 EHliseo Slva (Columbia Valley - CA) 24
- The grapes were picked at the early stages of ripeness when the acidity was high and the
flavors were leaning toward green apple and tart kiwi. To layer in flavors of melon and pear,
some fruit was allowed to more fully ripen.

Bin # 431 2008 FErrazuriz (Casablanca Valley - Chile) 30
- Light greenish-straw yellow in color, this expressive wine blends fruit aromas with
herbaceous notes for complexity. Fresh-cut grass and rue complement pleasing aromas of green
apple, pineapple, and cherimoya. The finish is dry and refreshing.

Bin # 432 2006 &. Suprey (Napa - CA) 33
- A Sauvignon Blanc vineyard within the cold Sonoma Coast AVA is unusual. Most growers seek
out warmer regions and larger yields for this varietal. Fortunately, John and Jean Hackenburg,
owners of Hummingbird Hill Vineyards, were willing to think outside the box but inside the
bottle when they planted this vineyard on their steep, windswept hillside along Petaluma Hill
Road.

Bin # 433 2007  Walnut Block (Marlborough - New Zealand) 41
- This Sauvignon Blanc displays passion fruit and herbaceous characters on the nose with a
flinty mineral complexity. The mouth feel is very finely textured with tropical fruit, ripe
gooseberry, and citrus with a slight creaminess and persistent acidity to draw out the palate.

Bin# 434 2007 Dom. Andre Neveu Sancerre Blanc (Loire - France) 54
- "Pale, whitish straw in color. The nose is very fresh, very clean with notes of lime peel, green
herbs, and black currant; typical, not aggressive. On the palate it is fresh and tightly wound;
acidity is tempered by very subtle residual sugar; very clean; alive, racy, and youthful. Overall, a
dry and elegant wine, well balanced. The different origins of soils express fully their differences
and their similarities. Slow evolution, very typical Sancerre." -Importer

Bin # 435 2008 Astica (Cuyo - Argentina) 20
- Astica is a dependable source of high-quality Argentine wines at a low price. Vibrant wine fits
with the meaning of Astica, which is an indigenous word for ‘'flower’ in Argentina. The wines are
produced from hand-picked fruit in the Cuyo Valley and vinified in a fresh, fruit-forward style.

Bin # 436 2007 Rued (Russian River Valley - CA) 42
- Aromas of Gravenstein Apple, Lemon and hints of Vanilla. Flavors of apple, Anjou pear and
Lemon are all in abundance. There is subtle taste of French Oak. The wine is full bodied with a
long finish.
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Domaine Smonnet-Febvre OVaillonsO 1er Cru (Chablis - France) 51

- Bright and lively with excellent ripe fruit and fine acidity, the ‘06 Simonnet Febvre Chablis

Vaillons stays rich without being heavy; long, crisp aftertaste is quite appealing.

Pine Ridge ODijon ClonesO (Carneros - CA) 55

- Tropical fruit aromas of peach and nectarine are delicately woven with lemon zest, vanilla

and toast on the nose. This medium to full-bodied Chardonnay is teeming with a vibrant array

of citrus flavors, bright acidity and a creamy, silky texture that gives way to a subtle toasty

component. The finish of stone fruits and lemon peel lingers on the palate, complementing the

excellent balance that has become a hallmark of the Dijon clones bottling.

Testarossa OSleepy Hollow VineyardO (Santa Lucia Highlands - CA) 61

- Sleepy Hollow is arguably the most famous Chardonnay vineyard in the Monterey appellation.

Planted in the early 1970’s on the Santa Lucia Highlands bench, the combination of multiple

Chardonnay clones, sandy-gravelly soils, north-easterly exposure and an early CA split-canopy

trellis system has produced award-winning wines for over two decades.

Domaine Serene "Cote Sud Vineyard" (Willamette Valley - OR) 72

- The nose displays complex aromatics reminiscent of ripe citrus, quince, lemon custard, toast,

clove, and anise. The palate shows vibrant green apple, honeydew melon, key lime, and

mineral with a touch of marzipan and cedar on the lengthy finish.

Gaja Rossj-Bass (Piedmont - Italy) 72

- The first of several wines we are offering from Angelo Gaja, this Chardonnay displays a fine

perfume of citrus fruits and flowers with a hint of honey.

Brewer-Clifton OBweeney CanyonO (Santa Rita Hills - CA) Full-bodied. 83

- Ultra-low production from ultra-hip new appellation in SB. Limited!

Marc Morey Chassagne-Montrachet OVirondotO ler Cru (Burgundy - France) 111

- From the village of Chassagne-Montrachet, and “Virondot” vineyard, Burgundy at it’s best!

Henri Boillot Corton-Charlemagne Grand Cru (Burgundy - France) 176

- Let us all bow down and give props to this, the greatest example of chardonnay on earth.

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El Coto Rosado (Rioja - Spain) 26
- A Tempranillo Rose from an always reliable producer.
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Calina Reserve Carmenere (Maule Valley - Chile) 24

- This Carménere comes from the Vina Calina El Maiten estate, where the grapes finished their
slow maturation process around mid-May to deliver an exotic wine of a deep purple color and
distinctive aromas of black fruits ad complex spices with notes of oak. In the mouth, ripe
velvety tannins culminate in an elegant and spicy finish.

Bodegas Palacio OGloriosoO Crianza (Rioja - Spain) 28

- Aromatic with ripe fruit flavors and the taste is dry with appealing red berry flavors and soft
tannins. A wine labeled 'crianza’ has spent one year in oak barrels.

Olivares Altos de la Hoya Monastrell (Jumilla - Spain) 28

- For Jumilla, the key to its vineyards’ survival was their sandy soil—which is anathema to the
Phylloxera insect. As a glorious consequence, Jumilla not only has some of the oldest vines in
the world, but also the largest number of ungrafted vines. Most of these vines are Mourvédre—
or Monastrell as it is locally known—one of the most prized varieties of Mediterranean Europe.
And Jumilla’s summers boast hot days and cool nights, perfect for ripening grapes, while
maintaining acidity.

Domaine Monte de Luz Tannat Reserva (San José - Uruguay) 31

- Bold and rousing, this coveted grape from the Pyrenees Mountains is now grown in Uruguay.
Deep dark almost black color. Beautiful nose of dark ripened fruits with cherry supported by
tobacco leaves and cocoa notes.

Broquel Bonarda (Mendoza - Argentina) 33

- On the nose, prominent blueberry and ripe cherry aromas stand out. With sweet flavors in the
mouth, the wine shows ripe, soft tannins. The new oak barrels contribute coconut and smoke
notes to this elegant wine.

Cecchi Natio Chianti (Tuscany - Italy) 34

- Purple-garnet hue. Intense aromas of cherry, strawberry, tobacco and a medicinal note. Big,
chalky flavors of cherry, cedar and spicy black pepper. Brambly close. This organic red wine
was a blend of Sangiovese and Canaiolo grapes from Chianti. It had a floral aroma but the
cherry fruit came through on the palate. The wine was nicely dry.

Chateau de Flaugergues Cuvee Sommelier (Languedoc - France) 40

- This powerful and generous wine symbolizes the success of the Flaugergues vineyard
restructuring. The "Cuvee Sommelier” is all in concentration and length. Vinified with the
utmost care and perfectly balanced, wine-lovers will for many years enjoy the opulence.

Casa Agricola Roboredo Madeira CARM (Douro - Portugal) 40

- With a deep red color and aromas expressive of black blackberries, mulberry, and black
cherry introduce this wine, followed by the seductive flavors of black figs and liquorice, it
rounds off with hints of toasted oak, warm spicy fruit and silky texture.

Catena Malbec (Mendoza - Argentina) 44

- Catena Malbec presents a dark, opaque purple color. This microclimate blend of four unique
vineyard sites offers intense aromatics with rich, concentrated flavors, and a soft generous
texture. The Angelica vineyard lends ripe plum and chocolate flavors with a very soft, supple
mouthfeel.

Raimondi Valpolicella Superiore Ripasso OCampo San VitoO (Veneto - Italy) 45

- Corvina, Rondinella, Croatina and Molinara from the Valpolicella Classico area. This is a
broad, inviting and well-balanced red wine that goes particularly well with red meats. It is also
excellent with strongly flavored soft cheese.

Bin# 211 2005 Bodegas Emilio Moro Tinto (Ribera Del Duero - Spain) 50
- Emilio Moro is a leader in the production of Tempranillo from Ribera Del Duero. Since 1932,
the Bodega has been producing quality wines that make me want to move there and eat
Jamon!

Bin# 212 2006 Louis Jadot Chateau de Jacques Moulin-a-Vent (Beaujolais - France) 50
- The Louis Jadot Moulin a Vent is full, robust Beaujolais, with a fleshy, almost fat texture and
greater longevity than any other Cru of the Beaujolais. The exceptional quality of its structure
preserves a fruitiness which becomes mellow with bottle age.

Bin # 213 2006 Wollersheim Winery Domaine Reserve (Prairie du Sac - WI) 50
- Robust and full-bodied red from the steepest slopes. The traditional fermentation brings out
the spice and berry flavors and a year of oak barrel aging enhances the depth, finesse and
complexity.

Bin# 214 2001  Chateau Musar Hochar Pere et Fils (Bekaa Valley - Lebanon) 50
- Elaborated with the same philosophy as the Chateau Musar and derived from old vines with
low yield, the Hochar Pere et Fils is in harmony with the evolution of taste in the 21st century.
A mix of cabernet sauvignon, of carignan with a dominance of cinsault and a hint of grenache,
the HPF is partially aged in oak vats from 6 to 9 months.

Bin # 215 2006 Domaine de Pallus Chinon (Loire - France) 51
- Bertrand Sourdais, a native of Chinon in the Loire Valley, has an amazing pedigree having
worked as an understudy at Mouton-Rothschild, Santa Rita in Chile, and for Alvaro Palacios in
Priorat. I’m sure that this Cab Franc will bowl you over.

Bin# 216 2004 Peterson Winery Petite Srah (Dry Creek - CA) 51
- The 2004 version continues the tradition with a dense, jam- packed nose of cherry/berry and
an opaque purple black color. The '04 is packed with rich ripe fruit and detailed flavors with
tame, juicy tannins and roundness through the finish. Full bodied, balanced with all the bold
character a local could ask for.

Bin# 217 2004 Tenuta Vitanza Quadrimendo (Tuscany - Italy) 59
- The grapes used to create this wine are a selection of Sangiovese, very similar in shape and
size to the Merlot grape, small in size and with a thick hard skin. The second generation Tuscan
Merlot is also added in a small percentage. The powerful body of this wine dissolves itself in its
finest scents, in accord with the woods of the small French oak barrel, where it reaches its
maximum level of excellence.

Bin # 218 2006 Mas de Boislauzon (Chateauneuf du Pape - France) 64
- (85% Grenache, 10% Mourvédre, and 5% Syrah) This wine shows the telltale and classic
signature of many Chateauneuf du Papes - kirsch liqueur, raspberries, licorice, a loamy, resiny
soil note, and beautiful roasted herbs and pepper. It is ripe, rich, reveals zesty acidity, medium

to full body.
Bin# 219 2003 Damilano OLecinquevigneOBarolo (Piedmont - Italy) 68
- French Pinot Noir is for those who don’t know the quality and history of the Piedmont.
Bin# 100 2004  Alvaro Palacios OLes TerrasesO (Priorat - Spain) 75

- Alvaro Palacios embodies the spirit of the "New Spain”. Les Terrases is made from 40%
Garnacha, 40% Carinena and 20% Cabernet Sauvignon. The wine has ripe fresh flavors of black
cherries, blackberries and plums with coffee accents. Smooth and graceful with a long and
fruity finish!

Bin# 100 2000 Prunotto OBric TurotOBarbaresco (Piedmont - Italy) 75
- The low-yielding, high-elevation Bric Turot vineyard is a special place indeed. And when given
an historic year like 2000 (Wine Spectator gave the vintage overall in the region a perfect “100-
point” score), its wines are a reminder of why we’re in the business of great stuff. Robert
Parker’s Wine Advocate called it “spicy and intense in aroma, quite smoky and tarry, and large,
solid as well as sustained, and persistent on the palate, yet balanced with good tannic support
on the finish.” This is the real thing.

Bin# 100 2003 Bodegas Museum Real Reserva (Cigales - Spain) 75
- The wine has a concentrated nose of plums, cassis, cherries, toffee and herbs, including
rosemary. The wine has bright acidity and a long finish.

Bin# 100 2001  Poeira (Douro - Portugal) 75
- The baby of winemaker Jorge Moeira, this Portuguese wine is excellent with chocolate
desserts or by itself. It should be; Moeira's mentor was famed Port producer Dirk Niepoort.

Bin# 102 2003 Camigliano Brunello di Montalcino (Tuscany - Italy) 100
- 24 months in oak barrels and the final 2 years in stainless steel vats and bottle, present an
approachable Sangiovese Grosso. If you’ve never had one...drink now.

Bin# 102 2005 San Vicente (Rioja - Spain) 100
- Aged 20 months in primarily French oak, and bottled unfiltered, it is Spain's version of a top-
flight Pomerol. It boasts a deep ruby/purple color as well as an expressive bouquet of crushed
red and black fruits, cedar, spice box, licorice, and smoked herbs. With great fruit, an opulent,
full-bodied palate, tremendous purity as well as length, and abundant fruit and glycerin nearly
concealing the moderate tannin.

Bin# 103 2004 Chateau La Nerthe Cuvee des Cadettes ((Chateauneuf du Pape - France)) 120
- The 2004 Chateauneuf du Pape Cuvee des Cadettes boasts more raspberry and red fruits than
the 2005 with decent acidity, powerful flavors for a 2004, and surprising depth and length. This
will certainly be one of the vintage's richest, densest, and longest-lived wines, drinking
reasonably well young, but not hitting its peak for another 3-4 years. It will last for at least two
decades.

Bin# 103 2003  Allegrini Amarone Della Valpolicella Classico (Veneto - Italy) 120
- A blend of 80% Corvina Veronese, 15% Rondinella and 5% Oseleta, harvested and then left to
dry naturally in a well-ventilated room until January. This drying process, called appassimento,
is an ancient technique and is unique to the Valpolicella region.

Bin# 225 2007 Wollersheim Winery (Prairie du Sac - WI) 29
- 100% Pinot Noir, custom-grown in Washington state, the wine is made using traditional
Burgundian methods. Hints of bay leaves, black currants and eucalyptus, highlights of French
oak provide a long smooth finish.

Bin # 226 2006 Carmel Road (Monterey - CA) 39
- "The 2006 is an earthy and elegant wine, marked by red currant, red cherry, warm spice,
forest aromas and a toasty oak finish.” - Ivan Giotenov, Winemaker

Bin # 227 2005 Faiveley Bourgogne Rouge (Burgundy - France) 39
- The nose is dominated by creamy Maraschino cherry, strawberry tea and earthy undergrowth
aromas. The profoundly attractive palate offers loads of ripe red berry flavors, including
currant, Bing cherry, strawberry and dried cranberry with a lingering hints of fig and spice.

Bin# 228 2007 Roots OEstate VineyardO (Yamhill-Carlton District - OR) 53
- Planted in 1999 and 2000, the estate vineyard is located northeast of Yamhill in the Yamhill-
Carlton District. It is on the same hillside as Shea Vineyard, Dussin Vineyard, Deux Vert
Vineyard and Lenné Vineyard. Racine native, Chris Berg delivers again!

Bin# 229 2004 Hinton Estates (Central Otago - New Zealand) 61
- The nose exhibits aromas of cherry, red currants and raspberry, new leather and hints of
spice. The palate is elegant with succulent red fruits layered over smoky oak, with supple
tannins and a persistent finish.

Bin# 125 2005 Alma Rosa OLa EncantadaO (Santa Rita Hills - CA) 75
- The “Encantada” shows quintessential Pinot Noir characteristics of cherry-berry fruit, brown
spice, a little forest-floor earthiness, and a thought provoking deep, dark complexity.

Bin# 126 2006 Archery Summit OPremier CuveeO (Willamette Valley - OR) 80
- Scarlet red in color, the 2006 Premier Cuvée opens with lifted aromas of black cherries, rose
petal, vanilla and a hint of savory spice. Pomegranate, currant floral notes notes mingle on the
palate with mulling spices, anise, juicy plum and clean earth. The wine is sumptuous and bright
with layers of mineral, flint and spice surrounding a seductive black cherry core.

Bin# 127 2005 Domaine Serene Coeur Blanc (Willamette Valley - OR) 90
- White Pinot Noir and Balzac is the exclusive provider! The flavor profile of Coeur Blanc is an
exciting new idea in the world of Pinot Noir. It is rich and complex; displaying flavors ranging
from strawberries, cherries and citrus to marzipan, flint and mineral.

Bin# 127 2004 Sonoma Coast Vineyards (Sonoma Coast - CA) 90
- Hands down this is one of the best Pinots I’ve ever had. When opened it reminds me of a
premier cru burgundy, and once it opens, it becomes a sexy, velvety wine. If it is possible to
be in love with a bottle of wine, this is it!

Bin# 127 2005 Xavier Monnot Beaune ler Cru OLes ToussaintsO (Burgundy - France) 90
- 2005 1er Cru Burgundy for less than 100 bucks. Order a second bottle.

Bin # 230 2006 Ventisquero Reserva (Maipo Valley - Chile) 29
- This elegant wine reflects the faithful expression of this grapevine, with an intense and deep
color, which together with aromas of ripe fruits harmonize with vanilla notes resulting from
ageing in barrels.

Bin# 231 2007 Charles Smith Wines "The Velvet Devil" (Columbia Valley - WA) 31
- PURE MERLOT! Sweet cherry, pipe tobacco, and spice. Cool stone, smooth as velvet, TASTY AS
HELL! This is what Harry Carey drank in the press box of Wrigley.

Bin # 232 2006 Parcel 41 (Napa - CA) 49
- This wine is destined to be a crowd-pleaser, offering a juicy, rich mouth-feel and varietally
true black fruits. Yet the tannins are round and mouth filling, so the resulting wine on the
palate is still balanced. It asserts that a rich wine can be complex, nuanced and elegant.

Bin# 233 2005 Chateau Tour du Moulin (Fronsac - France) 56
- Right bank Fronsac wines, the most elevated appellation in Bordeaux, were known as vins de
medecins because of their power and color, and were used to doctor weaker wines (i.e.
Pomerol and St. Emilion).

Bin# 234 2005 Chateau Fleur de Barbeyron (St. Emilion - France) 64
- Cabernet Franc based 05 Bordeaux. A hidden gem on the list. No one ever thinks to look in
the Merlot portion. FOOLS!

Bin# 130 2000 Chateau De Sales (Pomerol - France) 75
- The finest De Sales since the 1982 (probably better), the deep ruby/purple-colored 2000 boasts
sweet aromas of soil, kirsch liqueur, raspberries, and currants. Layered and opulent, with sweet
tannin and medium to full body, it is atypically large-scaled for a wine from this estate.

Bin# 131 2002 Northstar (Columbia Valley - WA) 90

- A rich, full-bodied wine, packed with cassis and red plum flavors that float through to a firm
finish. This substantial Merlot combines both power and elegance through its incredible depth
and complexity.

- Dark cherry and bramble fruit lead to a medium-full mouthfeel and fresh flavors of
blackberries with a hint of bakers chocolate. Unfiltered 90% Zin, 10% Petite Sirah.
Charles Krug (St. Helena - CA) 50
- Vanilla bean, Black pepper spice and purple plum flavors combine with soft tannins and a
mature texture that finishes with lingering raspberries and spice notes.
Woodenhead "Braccialini Vineyard" (Alexander Valley - CA) 70
- Rich and delicious, it starts with a bouquet of spiced brandied cherries that continues in the
mouth, which overflows with ripe cherry flavors and hints of black raspberry. The voluptuous
fruit is balanced by toasty oak, chocolate liqueur and Asian spice.

It possesses layers of dried spice, coffee, black currant and the
wine displays fullness, freshness and seamless oak integration.

De Trafford Blueprint (Stellenbosch - South Africa) 75

- The granite soil of the Keermont vineyard imbues this wine with spicy, rich complexity.

Zaca Mesa OBlack Bear BlockO (Santa Ynez Valley - CA) 90

- The Black Bear Block is a single 3 %2 acre block planted in 1978 on its own roots from cuttings
brought over from Chapoutier in Hermitage region of the Northern Rhone. Named for the many
black bears that live around the vineyard, Black Bear Block was the first Syrah planted in Santa
Barbara County and is now the oldest remaining Syrah vineyard on the Central Coast.

E. Guigal Cote-Rotie La Turque (Rhone - France) 600

- Wine can change your life, and this wine will. Asian spices, black cherry, earthy leather,
currant and licorice condensed into nectar of the gods.

E. Guigal Cote-Rotie La Mouline (Rhone - France) 600

- Experts agree this wine should peak between 2010 and 2023. But if you are interested, it
still has a few redeeming qualities now... try notes of smoky bacon fat, acacia flowers,
blackberries, espresso, and chocolate.
